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Rare birds in the Netherlands in 1993

his is the 14th annual report on rare birds in

the Netherlands to be published in Dutch
Birding (a Dutch-language version of this report
appears in Limosa). It comprises records from
1993 as well as belated and reconsidered
records, dating from 1992 back to 1956, which
have been evaluated by the Dutch rarities com-
mittee, the Commissie Dwaalgasten Nederlandse
Avifauna CDNA. Several records for 1993 and
earlier years are still under consideration, for
various reasons. A complete review of all rarity
decisions from 1800-1980 still awaits publica-
tion.

Details included for each accepted record are,
if available: province and locality; date(s); num-
ber of birds if more than one, plumage and sex;
type of record if trapped, photographed, sound-
recorded or found dead (and where specimen is
stored); names of up to three observers and rele-
vant references in the literature, which normally
include (interinational and not regional journals.
Numbers after each (sub)species’ name refer to
the total number of individuals T since 1 January
1980 but excluding 2 the current vear. (Subjspe-
cies marked with an asterisk * are new lo the
Dutch list.

The following CDNA members voted on some
or all of the records in this report: Edward | van
llzendoorn, Jan van der Laan, Karel A Mauer,
Cock R Reijnders, C S (Kees) Roselaar, Jelle
Scharringa, Hans Schekkerman, Gerard H Stein-
haus and Wim M Wiegant. In January 1994,
Cock Reijnders has left the Committee, to be suc-
ceeded by Jan van der Laan.

Records should be sent to CDNA, Postbus 45,
2080 AA Santpoort-Zuid, the Netherlands, pre-
ferably using standard forms, which can be
obtained free of charge from CDNA.

The CDNA has decided not to consider
records of Russian Common Gull Larus canus
heinei and Eurasian Treecreeper Certhia familia-
ris (subspecies C f familiaris as well as C { macro-
dactyla) from 1 January 1995 onwards. A num-
ber of (sub)species are not considered anymore
by the CDNA, for one aor more of the following
reasons: 1 the (sub)species has been recorded
too often to be regarded as rare, or 2 it is observ-
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ed much more often than appears from the num-
ber of records submitted. The species which
have been dropped from the CDNA's list since
1989 are (with the main reason for its removal,
followed by the last year for which records are
still considered): Greater Flamingo Phoenico-
pterus ruber roseus (1; 1992), Lesser White-front-
ed Goose Anser erythropus (1; 1989), Icelandic
Black-tailed Godwit Limosa limosa islandica (2;
1989), Marsh Sandpiper Tringa stagnatilis (1;
1992), Russian Common Gull (2; 1994), Long-
tailed Skua Stercorarius longicaudus (2; 1992),
Gull-billed Tern Gelochelidon nilotica (2; 1992),
Furopean Bee-eater Merops apiaster (1; 1992),
Red-throated Pipit Anthus cervinus (2; 1991),
Aquatic Warbler Acrocephalus paludicola (1;
1992), Barred Warbler Sylvia nisoria (1; 1992),
Eurasian Treecreeper Certhia familiaris (1; 1994),
Parrot Crossbill Loxia pytyopsittacus (1; 1992,
and Common Rosefinch Carpodacus erythrinus
(1; 1991). Note, however, that Siberian Chiffchaff
Phylloscopus collybita tristis/fiulvescens is again
considered from 1 January 1994, More informa-
tion on the procedures of the CONA can be
found in Dutch Birding 9: 141-143, 1987; 11:
83-85, 1989; 12: 201, 1990; 15: 210, 1994.

The yvear 1993 produced two new species for
the Netherlands, Demoiselle Crane Anthropoides
virgo and lsabelline Shrike Lanius isabellinus.
The maost notable other rarities in 1993 were the
fourth Griffon Vulture Gyps fulvus, the second
Booted Fagle Hieraaetus pennatus, the third
Baird’s Sandpiper Calidris bairdii, the fourth
Ross’s Gull Rhodostethia rosea, the third Citrine
Wagtail Motacilla citreola, the fourth Pied
Wheatear Oenanthe pleschanka, the fourth and
fifth Sardinian Warbler S melanocephala and the
second Black-faced Bunting Emberiza spodoce-
phala. A new subspecies of the Eurasian Tree-
creeper, C  macrodactyla, appeared to be breed-
ing in small numbers and the first Balearic
Woodchat Shrike L senator badius was identified
{although an earlier record is still under review).

Among the rejected records are some which
were  documented by photographs:  Black-
shouldered Kite Elanus caeruleus in 1992, Kitt-
litz’s Plover Charadrius pecuarius in 1990,
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Laughing Gull L atricilla in 1993 and Long-tailed
Rosefinch Uragus sibiricus in 1991 and 1993,

The records at Camperduin on 25 and 26 July are
referring to one individual, according to the observers.
There are now 37 records, dating from July (seven),
August (12), September (13) and October (five). More
than two third of the records are from after 1987.

Atlantic Great Cormorant Phalacrocorax carbo carbo
4,0

The previously accepted 1991 record has been
rejected, based on the fact that Continental Great
Cormorants P ¢ sinensis also breed in the colony where
the 1991 bird was ringed (Graham Ekins in litt). For
information on the occurrence of Atlantic Great Cor-
morants in the Netherlands, see van den Berg (1988).

Cattle Egret Bubulcus ibis 41,5
FLEVOLAND  Qostvaardersplassen,
Puyman, A Hendrix).

FRIESLAND Workum, 27 August to 2 October, photo-
graphed (M Versluys, S Bernardus et al).

ZUIDHOLLAND Baambrugge, 29 August (J | F ] Jansen).
UTRECHT Rhenen, 19 September to 10 October, two,
after 29 September one, photographed (F Bos, A Vink
et al).

1992 GRONINGEN Noordbroek, 4-6 September, photo-
graphed (A de Bruin, E Koops, L ] R Boon).
GELDERLAND Horssen, 5 November (A | H Scheeuwe).
1990 ZUIDHOLLAND Lisse, 25 October to 3 November
() van der Linden).

One may wonder whether the Rhenen birds were
actually wild; possibly they originated from a nearby
zoo. The 1990 record was already published for 25-28
October (van den Berg et al 1991). The 1992 records
bring the total for that year to nine, the highest ever.

Glossy Ibis Plegadis falcinellus 12,2

FRIESLAND Laaxum, 6-15 June, photographed (C R
Reijnders, R Mulder).

ZEELAND Wolphaartsdijk, 3-6 October, photographed (]
M Walhout, E Sanders, H Gebuis; van Dongen et al
1993).

Ross’s Goose Anser rossii 3,0
1991 FRIESLAND Workum, 25 January to 16 March
1992, photographed (M Weston).

The 1991 record refers to a date extension of a
record already published for 25-27 January (van den
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Berg et al 1993). Should there be an award for ‘most
horing rarity’, this species, together with Falcated Duck
Anas falcata, would certainly be among the nominees.
Yet, true wild origin of this species is a possibility (cf
van den Berg & Cottaar 1986, Scott 1995).

Black Brant Branta bernicla nigricans 48,4

ZEELAND Philipsdam, 30 January (H P Braam, H
Westerlaken); Serooskerke, 30 January (H P Braam, H
Westerlaken); Middelburg, 23 February to 1 March (] M
Walhout et al).

FRIESLAND Terschelling, 6 April (T Bakker, A Ouwer-
kerk).

NOORDHOLLAND Texel, 20 November to 25 March
1994 (A Wassink).

Since the first record, as recent as in 1974, this sub-
species has been recorded annually since 1980, always
in flocks of Black-bellied Brent B b bernicla. The Texel
bird is believed to be the same individual already
reported in 1991-92 and 1992-93.

American Wigeon Anas americana 13,1
GELDERLAND Voorst, 30 October, adult male (H van
Qosten, | Voerknecht).

Since 1985, this species has been recorded annually,
with the exception of 1990. All records refer to males.

Ring-necked Duck Aythya collaris 8,1
FLEVOLAND Qostvaardersdijk, 13-19 November, male,
photographed (R E van der Vliet, E B Ebels; van
Dongen et al 1994, Lichtenbeld 1994).

This is the 14th record. There are now records in all
months from November to May. As in the previous spe-
cies, all records refer to males.

Ring-necked Duck x Tufted Duck Aythya collaris x fuli-
gula 0,2
NOORDHOLLAND Abcoude, 5-6 February, adult male,
photographed (K | Eigenhuis, E B Ebels, R Offereins;
Keizer 1994),
ZUIDHOLLAND Vlaardingen, 20 March to 4 April, adult
male, photographed (H Prinsen, | | F | Jansen, H Wes-
terlaken; van Dongen et al 1993).

These were the first records of this type of hybrid.
Possibly, both refer to the same bird.

King Eider Somateria spectabilis 4,1
NOORDHOLLAND De Cocksdorp, Texel, 24 March to at
least 20 May and 19 November to 20 June 1994, adult
female, photographed (A Wassink, E B Ebels).

One would expect females to go undiscovered for
most of the time. Since 1980, however, there are
records of two females and three males.

Griffon Vulture Gyps fulvus 0,1
NOORDHOLLAND Durgerdam, 28 April to 3 May,
seventh-year male, photographed, ring read (F Padmos,
A Veen et al; Anonymus 1993, van Dongen et al 1993,
Lichtenbeld 1993, Padmos & Ebels 1993, Anonymus
1994).

This fourth record concerned a bird with an unusual



history. It was found as a weakened juvenile in north-
eastern ltaly, and kept in a cage for over four years. It
was released, ringed and radio-tagged as part of a re-
introduction scheme in February 1992 in northern ltaly,
where it was last observed on 21 April 1992 (Fulvio
Genero in lit). This record evidenced the vagrancy
potential of this species to north-western Europe and
added a new dimension to discussions on what “wild
origin’ really means.

Short-toed Eagle Circaetus gallicus 3,1
FRIESLAND  Terschelling, 2 August, photographed (A
Quwerkerk; van Dongen et al 1993, Aponymus 1993).
Although this stunningly photographed bird gave the
impression that it was about to land on Terschelling, it
could not be relocated the next day. There are now
seven accepted records, dating from 1907, 1959, 1979,
1981, 1989, 1990 and 1993, of which five from June-
August,

Golden Eagle Aquila ¢ hrysaetos 3,1
ZEELAND  Westkapelle, 29 September, immature (R
Sponselee, E Sanders).

Since the mid-80's, Aquila eagles seem to elude
twitchers. Like the one in 1992, this individual was
seen only by a few observers. There are now 12 20th
century records, with four since 1980.

Booted Eagle Hieraaetus pennatus 1,1

FLEVOLAND Knardijk, 24 April, light morph, photo-

graphed (H Prinsen, M Snethlage; van Dongen et al

1993, Prinsen & Ebels 1993, Dees et al 1994).
Contrary to the first in 1992, this record referred to a

light moarph, which was circling overhead a group of

observers for 15 min.

* Demoiselle Crane Anthropoides virgo 0,1
GRONINGEN Rottumernog, 30 April, adult, photograph-
ed (K van Dijken, W Steenge).

For the second time, this species is listed as new for
the Netherlands. Previously accepted and now rejected
records concern two individuals in eastern Noordbra-
bant in 1989, followed by observations of single birds
in the same region in 1991 and 1992 (Berlijn 1991)
These were, however, birds which had apparently
escaped from an aviary (van den Berg et al 1991). The
CDNA has decided that there is no reason to consider
the Rottumeroog bird, which was seen overflying this
tiny island in north-easterly direction, as clearly refer-
ring to an escape. Two other records from 1993 are still
under review.

Little Bustard Otis tetrax 5,1

ZEELAND Grijpskerke, 5-14 December, female or first-
winter male, photographed (] Goedbloed; van Dongen
et al 1994, Sanders & Koppejan 1994).

According to unconfirmed local information, this
bird was already present in November. Since 1900,
there have been 37 records. Six records were accepted
since 1980: in 1983, 1986, 1987 (two), 1988 and
1993. These six records constitute the only field obser-
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vations; all previous records concerned collected birds.

Black-winged / Collared Pratincole Glareola nordman-
ni/ pratincola 1,2

1992 ZEELAND Philipsdam, 7 |une, two (] ] Blanker,
C Quispel).

The CDNA could not agree with identification of
these birds as Black-winged Pratincole, although statis-
tics would be in favour: of 33 pratincoles recorded this
century, seven were accepted as Collared, 21 as Black-
winged, whereas six could not be specifically identi-
fied.

Greater Sand Plover Charadrius leschenaultii 2,1
FRIESLAND Schiermonnikoog, adult, 10 August (H-G
Folz).

The quality of the description was outstanding, lead-
ing to the first accepted record of a non-photographed
individual of this species. Dutch birders tend to avoid
the Wadden Isles during the tourist season  but,
obviously, rare waders do not, which then have to be
found by foreign birders. All three live birds (the first
was found dead in July 1977) date from August, in
1984, 1985 and 1993.

Sociable Plover Chettusia gregaria 14,1

GELDERLAND Nijkerk, 9 August (W G G Smeets, | A |
Smeets-Boelen; Smeets 1993).

1991 OVERISSEL Olst, 8-18 December (K Scholten, S
Luinenburg, E Nieuwstraten).

The 1991 record represents the first for December.
There are now records in April tlive), May (three), June
(twol, July (four), August (four), September (three),
October (twa), November (two) and December (one).

Baird’s Sandpiper Calidris bairdii 2,1
NOORDHOLLAND Julianadorp, 31 July to 1 August,
adult, photographed (D | Moerbeek; van den Berg
1993a, van Dongen et al 1993, Moerbeek 1994).

Keen birding at inundated bulb-fields produced this
third record. The first two concerned juveniles, on 21-
28 September 1980 and 23-28 August 1981.

Pectoral Sandpiper Calidris melanotos 46,8

ZEELAND Tholen, 18-22 May, photographed (M Berlijn;
van Dongen et al 1993, Lichtenbeld 1993).
GRONINGEN  Lauwersmeer, 21-22 May, two (R E
Brouwer, H Groot); Lauwersmeer, 25 August (E Klun-
der, H-) Wight, K Scholten).

ZUIDHOLLAND Valkenburg, 23 May (N C Hoogen-
doorn).

NOORDHOLLAND Julianadorp, 28-30 August, two, pho-
tographed (C R Reijnders, D | Moerbeek), Julianadorp,
4 September (K Kraaijeveld, | | F | Jansen et al).

Since 1989, this commonest of the supposedly trans-
atlantic vagrants shows up in small groups: there are 60
records, including two in September 1989, May 1993
and September 1993, and three in September 1992,

NOORDHOLLAND Julianadorp, 28-30 August, juvenile,
photographed (D | Moerbeek et al).

The Julianadorp inundated bulb-fields produced no
less than five rare sandpipers within six weeks, one
Baird’s, three Pectoral, and one Broad-billed. It makes
clear that it is not the number of shorebirds that produ
ces the rarities but the possibility to study them closely.

Buff-breasted Sandpiper Tryngites subruficollis 4,1
FRIESLAND Lauwersmeer, 12-17 June, adull, summer
plumage, photographed (P Knolle, B Balten, A de Bruin
et al; Knolle & Balten 1993)

This is the second spring record. There are now eight
records, in May (one), June (one), August (two),
September (two), October (one) and November (one
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Russian Common Gull Larus canus heinei 12,0

found dead; Maasvlakte, 16 February, adult female,
found dead; Scheveningen adult female
found dead (Kompanije & Post 1993).
NOORDBRABANT Nuenen, 12 adult male,
ring read (N van Swelm; Kompanje & Post 1993).
NOORDHOLLAND Location not specified, 12 February
adult male, found dead (Kompanje & Post 1993).
1990 ZUIDHOLLAND Maasvlakte, 27 January, adult
male, found dead; 9 February, adult male, found dead;
Scheveningen, February, adult male, found dead;
Maasvlakte, 11 May, adult male, found dead (Kompan
je & Post 1993).

These records were published by Kompanje & Post
(1993), the identification of the birds found dead being

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based on internal and external measurements. Ap-
parently, this subspecies occurs less rarely than pre-
viously thought. Combined with the fact that it is virtu-
ally impossible to separate from nominate Common
Gull with certainty in the field, this has led the CDNA
to remove it from the list of considered subspecies from
1 January 1995.

Iceland Gull Larus glaucoides 37,4
ZEELAND Vlissingen, 6-10 February, and Nieuwdorp,
24 February, adult, winter plumage, photographed (R
Sponselee, E van Boheemen et al; van Dongen et al
1993); Vlissingen, 7 February to 4 March, first-winter,
probably male, photographed (] M Walhout, R Spon-
selee, P van Tuil et al).
NOORDHOLLAND Wervershoof, 16 February, second-
winter, found dead, skin retained in private collection,
photographed (B Winters); Velsen, 16-22 February,
first-winter, photographed () van ‘t Hof, K ) Eigenhuis,
D ] Moerbeek).

Adults are rare: the one in Vlissingen was only the
second; the first was in 1988. This year’s total of four
records equals the totals of 1981, 1984 and 1992.

Ross’s Gull Rhodostethia rosea 2,1
NOORDHOLLAND Egmond aan Zee, 16 December,
adult (W A van Splunder, R A van Splunder).

This fourth record was a bird flying by, foraging
close to the shore, amidst Little Gulls L minutus.

Gull-billed Tern Gelochelidon nilotica
1992 ZUIDHOLLAND Lisse, 1-2 August, two (T ] C
Luijendijk).

This record was published in the 1992 report as
referring to only one individual. This species is no lon-
ger considered by the CDNA since 1993.

Roseate Tern Sterna dougallii 13,1

NOORDHOLLAND Camperduin, 25-28 June, adult, sum-
mer plumage, photographed (K ) Eigenhuis, M Berlijn,
M Guyt).

Whiskered Tern Chlidonias hybridus 64,4
NOORDBRABANT Strabrechtse Heide, 19 May, adult,
summer plumage (F Bos, ] | Bakhuizen, R de Beer);
Soerendonk, 22-24 May, adult, summer plumage, pho-
tographed (H Vrolijk, M Berlijn).
ZUIDHOLLAND Woerden, 29 May, adult, summer plu-
mage () ] F ) Jansen).
GRONINGEN Eemshaven, 5 June, adult, summer pluma-
ge (M Jonker, A Pot).
1992 NOORDHOLLAND Huizen, 5-6 May, two, adult
and second-year, summer plumage (R F ] van
Beusekom).
OVERIJSSEL Vriezenveen, 31 May, adult, summer plu-
mage (T Kruissink, R Brunink et al).

After 18 in 1992, four records is just below the aver-
age of approximately five per year since 1980.

Black Guillemot Cepphus grylle 21,2
NOORDHOLLAND Camperduin, 26 September, adult,
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winter plumage (N F van der Ham, S Lagerveld);
Camperduin, 11 November, first-winter (S Lagerveld, N
F van der Ham).

Since 1980, there are four years without records,
four with one, two with two, two with three and two
with four records.

Alpine Swift Apus melba 12,1
ZEELAND Westkapelle, 17 September, juvenile, photo-
graphed (F Arts, C Berrevoets et al; Meininger 1993).
This bird could be identified as a juvenile on
account of the pale fringes on the coverts, just visible
on the photographs. The only other individual that
could be aged concerned a first-year bird found dead
in September 1974 (Stel 1975).

Red-rumped Swallow Hirundo daurica 19,1
GRONINGEN Rottumeroog, 1 May (W Steenge).

After five records in 1954-85, this species has been
recorded annually since 1988, with two or three each
year, except in 1989 (six, including a group of five) and
1993 (one).

Red-throated Pipit Anthus cervinus
1991 ZUIDHOLLAND Maasvlakte, 31 March (S Tas, M
van Dijl).

This record is extremely early: all other 37 spring
records in 1980-1991 were between 27 April and 26
May. The species is no longer considered by the CDNA
since 1992,

Citrine Wagtail Motacilla citrecla 2,1

GELDERLAND Wilp, 4-5 May, male (most probably first-
surnmer), photographed (P de Vries, | | F | Jansen et al;
van Dongen et al 1993, de Vries & Ebels 1993, de Vries
1995).

The first ‘twitchable’ Citrine Wagtail. The bird was
also seen flying above the neighbouring province of
Overijssel. The CDNA did not dare to conclude it was
belonging to the subspecies M ¢ werae, as the exten-
sion of the breeding range towards the west may well
induce some intergradation between the subspecies M
c werae and M c citreola.

Thrush Nightingale Luscinia luscinia 17,2
NOORDHOLLAND Amsterdam, 22-24 May, male, sing-
ing, sound-recorded (H Groot, F G 5§ M Hieselaar et al).
FRIESLAND West-Terschelling, Terschelling, 25 May,
male, singing, sound-recorded (T Bakker, A Ouwer-
kerk).

The CDNA still awaits information about this bird's
stay into June.

Red-spotted Bluethroat Luscinia svecica svecica 20,2
GRONINGEN Rottumeroog, 12 May, male, summer plu-
mage, photographed (W Steenge).

NOORDHOLLAND De Cocksdorp, Texel, 29 May, male,
summer plumage, photographed (J van der Laan, P M
Gnodde et al; van Dongen et al 1993).

1991 GRONINGEN Rottumerplaat, 16 May, male, sum-
mer plumage (D Lutterop).
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78 Melodious Warbler / Orpheusspotvogel Hippolais po
(Koen van Dijken)

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Both Zuidholland records in the 1992 report should
be deleted. They refer to a single bird photographed in
1989, already published in the 1991 report (van den
Berg et al 1993).

Siberian Stonechat Saxicola torquata maura 6,1
NOORDHOLLAND Velsen, 2 October, first-winter, pho-
tographed (C R Reijnders, D | Moerbeek).

Pied Wheatear Oenanthe pleschanka 3,1

FRIESLAND Vlieland, 7-8 October, first-winter male,
photographed (W A van Splunder et al; van Splunder
1993, van den Berg 1993b).

White’s Thrush Zoothera dauma 2,1

ZEELAND Breskens, 9 April, photographed (A H Ovaa, |
Goedbloed, | M Walhout et al; Sponselee & Walhout
1993).

This is only the second field record; all others were
either found dead or trapped. One can imagine the
bewildered looks of the ¢ 10 observers counting spring
passage migrants, when it became clear the large
thrush they saw approaching and flying by was not a
Mistle Thrush Turdus viscivorus! There are now 15
records, dating from March (one), April (two),
September (four), October (seven), and December
(one). The single photograph is not suitable for publica-
tion.

Zitting Cisticola Cisticola juncidis 21,2
ZEELAND Paal, 29 June to 17 August, male, singing,
photographed (M Berlijn, E Sangster; van Dongen et al
1993); Kloosterzande, 19-21 August, male, singing,
photographed (E van Boheemen, C Zuyderduijn, M van
Dijl).

For the first time since 1990, singing males appeared
at their once regular localities in Zeeland. Since 1975,
this species has not been recorded in 1986-89 and
1991-92.

Melodious Warbler Hippolais polyglotta 10,2
GRONINGEN Rottumeroog, 22 May, male, singing, pho-
tographed (K van Dijken, E de Weerd; van Dongen et
al 1993).
NOORDHOLLAND Ankeveen, 14-26 June, male, sing-
ing, sound-recorded (W | R de Wijs).

Details on a multi-observer record of a singing male
staying at the Flediteweg near Zeewolde, Flevoland, in
June are still circulating.

Subalpine Warbler Sylvia cantillans 14,4

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Male Pallid and female Montagu’s
Harrier raising hybrid young in

Finland in 1993

Dick Forsman

I n 1993, a male Pallid Harrier Circus macrourus
and a female Montagu's Harrier C pygargus
nested successfully in northern Finland, raising
three young (Forsman 1993a). This is the first
time that Pallid and Montagu’s Harriers are
known to hybridize. Details of this breeding
record are presented here and the identification
of the hybrid young is discussed.

Breeding details

On 14 June 1993, Pertti Kalinainen saw an adult
male Pallid Harrier in Savukoski, eastern
Lapland, Finland (c 67° N, 28° E). The bird was
carrying prey and as it flew by, a female harrier
leapt out of a nearby bush, flew to meet the
male, which then passed her the prey in the air.
Upon this, the female returned and alighted in
the thicket and the male flew off. Quite naturally,
PK thought he had witnessed the food-pass of
Finland's first-ever breeding pair of Pallid Harrier.
The next day, PK returned to check the site and
found a nest containing four eggs. The nest site
was on the edge of an open bog, in a loose stand
of small Scots Pine Pinus sylvestris of 2-6 m high.
The nest itself was a small depression in the
ground, lined with dry grass and fine twigs. It
was placed at the root of a small willow Salix
and surrounded by densely growing bog whortle-
berry Vaccinium uliginosum and bog rosemary
Ledum palustre. The same type of habitat is often
chosen for nesting by Hen Harriers C cyaneus in
the area. The nest was only c 40 m away from a
regularly trafficed road.

With PK, Dick Forsman visited the nest on 6
July, when the female was ‘sitting hard’ and
could be watched from only 7 m! It was then
identified as a Montagu’s Harrier. One young
could be seen under the wing of the female.
Some hours later, while the female was feeding
on prey brought to her by the male, DF briefly
visited the nest which contained three young and
an obviously addled egg.

On 27 July, all three nestlings were out of the
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nest. The youngest nestling was caught and ring-
ed, the other two were already flying and could
not be caught (PK, Jarmo Ahtinen pers comm).
The ringed nestling was a female (plate 80) judg-
ing from the dark brown iris (cf Forsman 1984).
The addled egg was collected and proved upon
examination to contain a dead embryo (Torsten
Stjernberg pers comm). It is now being kept in
the collection of the Zoological Museum in Hel-
sinki, Finland.

On 6-7 August, DF visited the site again to
study the fledglings. All three young were still
around the nest site. Close views showed them to
be two females and a male (plates 80-85). Both
parents were feeding the young, the female six
times, the male twice during an observation
period totalling 8.5 hours.

On 15 August, only the youngest fledgling was
seen near the nest site (JA, Matti Rekild pers
comm). The last sighting was on 20 August,
when the adult male was seen hunting over the
bog, but no juveniles were seen (Lasse Laine pers
comm).

Identification of adults

Both parents were photographed. The identifica-
tion of the male as an adult Pallid Harrier was
straightforward. It was small and lightly-built,
pale grey above and whitish below and showed
a contrasting black wedge in the wing-tip.

The identification of the female as a Montagu’s
was based on the typically patterned and colour-
ed head, underwing, underparts and axillaries, as
shown for adult female Montagu’s in Forsman
(1995). The pale brownish iris (seen from 7 m) as
well as the rather darkish secondaries above,
indicated a younger female, probably in her third
calendar year (cf Forsman 1993b). Also the bar-
ring of a found moulted secondary conforms well
with that of female Montagu’s.

Also the addled egg, measuring 40.45 x 32.30
mm, shows that it was most likely laid by a fe-
male Montagu'’s. Based on the material presented

Pallid average 45.24 x 35.07 mm, whereas the
average egg size in 232 clutches of Montagu’s
was 41.57 x 32.93 mm.

Description of juveniles

The plumage of the three juveniles, as well as the
measurements of the youngest fledgling proved
the young to be true hybrids, thus ruling out the
possibility that the male Pallid Harrier frequented
the nest only as a ‘helper’, in the absence of the
true father.

HEAD PATTERN Varying between siblings: two females
darker and more Pallid-like than male, which appear-
ing slightly more Montagu's-like. Females (plates 81-
83) with nearly complete pale collar, uniformly dark
sides of neck, extensively dark ear-coverts and small
amount of white around eye, all typical for Pallid
(Forsman 1995). Male (plates 84-85) with paler head
with paler and more streaked neck sides, smaller dark
ear-coverts patch and more white around evye, charac-
ters normally found in juvenile Montagu’s. Still, in field
and especially in flight, also male appearing Pallid-like,
with very contrasting head pattern and distinct pale
neck collar.

UPPERPARTS Rather uniformly dark brown with con-
spicuous rusty tips and edges to feathers (cf plates).
Fringes especially prominent on median upperwing-
coverts, where forming distinctive paler patch. No
striking differences on upperparts known to exist
between Pallid and Montagu’s in juvenile plumage.
UNDERPARTS Rather similar in all three birds, showing
faint darker streaks on sides of upperbreast and flanks,
character fairly regularly seen in juvenile Montagu's
but not in juvenile Pallid (plates 82 and 84). Two fema-
les slightly darker coloured below than male.
UNDERWING PATTERN  Underwing pattern recently
proved to be one of most reliable characters to separate
also between juveniles of both species (Forsman 1995).
Interestingly, hybrids showing mixed (or intermediate)
underwing characters (plates 80-81). Fingered prim-
aries barred all way to tips, typical for Pallid (Forsman
1995), whereas rather prominent dark trailing edge to

hand more typical for Montagu'’s. Secondary barring
and general appearance of underwing in field rather
like in juvenile Pallid.

IRIS COLOUR Male and female of both Montagu’s and
Pallid Harriers known to differ in iris colour already as
large nestlings (Forsman 1984, 1993b). From photo-
graphs taken, birds sexed on iris colour as one male
and two females (cf plates), and iris colour of all three
also noted in field on 6-7 August. Iris of male greyish,
contrasting with black pupil, whereas iris of females
dark brown, as dark as pupil, hence whole eye looking
uniformly dark. Difference in eye colour easily seen on
perched birds at close range but usually impossible to
discern in flight.

MEASUREMENTS  During ringing, some measurements
taken of youngest female fledgling (JA, PK pers comm).
Tarsus length 73 mm, conforming well with data found
for 30 female Pallids (70-80 mm, average 75 mm),
compared with 58-65 mm (average 62 mm) for 15
female Montagu's (Forsman 1984, 1993b). Weight 440
g; though subject to more variation and hence less
reliable, also conforming better with adult/full-grown
female Pallids, usually averaging more than 400 g,
whereas adult/full-grown female Montagu’s weighing
on average 360-370 g (Forsman 1993b).

Hybridization between raptor species is consid-
ered to be rare in the wild (Newton 1979). In the
wild, Black Kite Milvus migrans and Red Kite M
milvus have hybridized successfully in Sweden
and Germany (Sylvén 1977). That the hybrids
were even fertile, was proved later by one of the
hybrid males, which reared young together with
a female Red Kite over a succession of years
(Sylvén 1987). Newton (1979) further mentions a
case of interbreeding in the wild between a
Common Buzzard Buteo buteo and an escaped
American Red-tailed Hawk B jamaicensis in
Britain. No proven records exist for harriers but
Glutz von Blotzheim et al (1971) refer to a
record in Hungary, where a male Pallid Harrier
was seen bringing food to a presumed female
Montagu's. In 1993, in Germany, a third calen-

with nesting Montagu’s Harriers, and was even
seen carrying nest material but no breeding took
place (Barthel 1993; Peter Barthel pers comm).
From 29 April to 7 May 1985 on Schiermonnik-
oog, Friesland, Netherlands, a male Pallid was
paired with a female Hen Harrier. The Pallid was
performing spectacular display flights and food-
passes were observed regularly. This bird sud-
denly disappeared and no breeding took place
(de Heer & Hazevoet 1987). (For recent reports

p 24 juli 1994 stootte Piet Veel om 10:00

langs een plasje van enkele m2 op de ring-
baan van de Amsterdamse Waterleidingduinen te
Zandvoort, Noordholland, een Poelsnip Galli-
nago media op. Hij herkende de vogel omdat
deze een plompe indruk maakte, wat ‘sloom’
opvloog en na een min of meer rechtlijnige
vlucht weer snel in de vegetatie inviel. Bij het
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opvliegen vielen tevens de witte staartzijden op,
maar er werd geen geluid gehoord. Hoewel het
bij deze ene waarneming bleef, was hij toch
overtuigd van de determinatie dankzij zijn erva-
ring met deze soort tijdens een vakantie in Oost-
Polen een paar maanden tevoren.

Tom van Spanje informeerde ‘s avonds naar de
vangsten van die dag en vernam zo van deze

waarneming. Bekend met de achteruitgang van
deze soort realiseerde hij zich direct het belang
van een goede beschrijving. Hiermee zou een
bijdrage kunnen worden geleverd aan het ver-
groten van de veldkennis over deze soort. Hij
besloot daarom op 25 juli ’s avonds te proberen
de vogel terug te vinden en te vangen en riep
daarbij de assistentie in van Arnoud van den
Berg. Bij aankomst op de ringhaan om 19:30
vloog de vogel viak voor de voeten van AvdB uit
hetzelfde plasje op. Opnieuw werd de vogel her-
kend aan de tijdens het opvliegen zeer opvallen-
de witte staartzijden en de rechtlijnige, zware
viucht. De vogel liet tijdens het opvliegen zach-
te, krakende étsj-roepjes en een van Watersnip G
gallinago verschillend, luid vleugelgeruis horen.
Er werd geen opvallende witte vleugelachterrand
gezien. Bovendien leek hij iets lichter bruin op
stuit en bovenstaart dan een Watersnip.

Mede omdat de vogel niet zichtbaar reageerde
op de tegelijkertijd vanaf het nabijgelegen slag-
net afgespeelde Poelsnip-baltszang, plaatste TvS
enige inloopkooien en mistnetten bij drie ge-
schikte poelen. Gedurende die tijd werd de
vogel nog eenmaal, om 21:30, door AvdB uit het
riet opgestoten. Hierbij viel hem behalve de
manier van opvliegen en het geluid ook de
gebandeerde onderzijde zonder duidelijk con-
trasterende witte buik op.

De volgende ochtend werd de vogel om 04:10
door TvS aangetroffen in een inloopkooi die
langs het plasje stond opgesteld. Direct viel hem
op dat de vogel in de hand beduidend dikker
aanvoelde dan een even tevoren in een mistnet
gevangen Watersnip. De vogel werd geringd
(Arnhem 1118887), beschreven en samen met de
Watersnip gefotografeerd. Qok werd hij bekeken
door Joop Kottman, Hans Vader en Margriet
Vader. Nadat de vogel was losgelaten is hij niet
meer teruggezien. Een snelle verandering in de
waterstand in het infiltratiegebied waar de ring-
baan is gevestigd speelde daarbij mogelijk een
rol,

Beschrijving

Vrijwel de gehele onderstaande beschrijving is
op 26 juli gemaakt door AvdB en TvS van de
vogel in de hand. Enkele op 25 juli in het veld
waargenomen kenmerken  zijn toegevoegd.
Tevens zijn alle kenmerken vergeleken met wat
de fota’s laten zien.

GROOTTE & BOUW Weinig groter dan Watersnip, met
iets dikkere kop en in verhouding iets kortere snavel.
Vleugel breder dan bij Watersnip.
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KOP & HALS Smalle, 1.8 mm brede, licht bruingele
middenkruinstreep tussen twee bruinzwarte, 7.8 mm
brede zijkruinstrepen, in punt tot snavel komend.

Determinatie
